3.1. CHARGING

3.1.2. To charge remove the lead from the head torch and plug in the charger lead. Remember to plug the lamp lead back in after charging.

3.2 OPERATION

3.2.1. Adjust the three straps to fit your head size.

3.2.2. To turn on press the orange button on the back of the torch unit, once for brightest, again for low light and again for flashing and once
more to turn off.

NOTE: The torch will not operate whilst being charged.
